More support will be offered to poverty-stricken areas, especially the grinding ones such as the “three districts and three prefectures” (The “three regions” refer to Tibet, four prefectures of southern Xinjiang-Hotan, Aksu, Kashi, and the Kirgiz Autonomous Prefecture of Kizilsu, and the areas of Sichuan, Yunnan, Gansu, and Qinghai provinces with large Tibetan populations; the “three prefectures” are Liangshan in Sichuan, Nujiang in Yunnan, and Linxia in Gansu). Subsidies shall be allocated by the proportion of not more than 80% of the project investment, with an increase of 20 percentage points. Meanwhile, we will also organize rural medical students’ cultivation for free and standardized training for resident doctors in the “three districts and three prefectures”.
